CALD Organisations LGBT Survey:- 

ECCQ now on board as partner.  2nd draft completed.

Pride Festival:- 
Australian GLBTI Multicultural Council has put in a submission to Healthy Communities Fund to run a community forum during Pride on culture, religion, sexuality & gender identity.  This would be a partnership event with this Action Group.

Suggestion that the Wickham multicultural dance night (or whatever it gets called) happens on the night of the forum.  Suggest to Wickham they do poster, DJ playing more international/multicultural dance music and shows by CALD performers.

Also look at having a CALD ‘stall’ in the QAHC tent at pride, with photo exhibition (see below).
Zillmere Multicultural Festival:-

Group supported QAHC having a stall at Zillfest (Sat 22nd May 10am – 4pm, O’Callaghan Park, Zillmere Rd, Zillmere http://www.zillfest.org.au).  

Idea is for QAHC to develop a photographic display/mosaic featuring images representing different LGBT identities and terms from around the world and photos sent in by LGBT CALD people in Brisbane/Qld.
