Previous Minutes:

Survey – Have met with consultant to analyse and write up results of survey, however she was not able to do any advanced statistical analysis and was beyond our price range.  QAHC will draft a report on the survey, and bring in expertise for additional statistical analysis if needed.

Digital Storytelling & History Project – 3 digital stories are in production following a successful workshop held with participants.  Still awaiting meeting with Museum of Brisbane to finalise plans for the next 18 months development of the exhibition and possible involvement of the State Library of Qld.  Will also be looking at making an application to the Q150 funding to expand digital storytelling.

Diversity Awards – Still waiting to hear back from ECCQ and QAIHC re: idea of co-sponsoring a ‘diversity’ category in various award schemes for older people.
LGBT Retirement Living – Discussed need to investigate what models of retirement living LGBT people would be interested in.  There have been some forums in NSW exploring this issue.  Suggested seeing if there was a provider/developed who would be interested in working with QAHC to undertake a scoping exercise.
