Previous Minutes
· Healthy Communities Fund application has been submitted (for calendar).
· Contacted Qld Health re: funding for lesbian sexual health.  None available at this time.

· Women’s health policy submission from National LGBT Health Alliance circulated to Action Group.

Pride Debrief

Overall Pride experience was positive.  There was good interest in the breast models.  Space was a problem with the tent being small and lots of people around.  Also some confusion over 2 QAHC stalls/tents.

· Recommendation for next year to have only one large stand-alone tent for QAHC, and for someone from LHAG to be present at set-up .

· Need to develop a LHAG vertical banner for displays and events.

Outreach

June Scarlet went well.  It was very busy.  Promoted drink spiking, designated driver messages.  Got pulled in to other Scarlet tasks (staffing door etc) which made it difficult to do health promotion (e.g. fill up safe sex baskets).
· Ricki to develop a written outline of outreach worker tasks and agree with Scarlet.

Calendar

Aim of the calendar is to promote breast cancer (screening) awareness and fundraising for Action Group.  Have interest/confirmation from a number of advertisers, but still a lot to go.

· Dee to ring all business who have been approached to ask about intention to advertise.

LOTL have offered to place two adverts in calendar, but in return we get two adverts in LOTL.  Decided not to go ahead with this at this stage as we need cash to pay for printing costs.

Promoting – Do media release and send around to LGBT and mainstream media.  If sales are slow, uses proceeds from sales to date to place adverts in LGBT media.  Ricki has put in a submission to Q News for community sponsorship (advertising).
· Lisa to write media release.

Launch – calendar to be launched at September Scarlet.  Need it to be a big event, with lots of breast awareness happening e.g. RBT t-shirts, breast painting, models signing calendar.

Selling – at events, through QAHC website.  Possibility of selling framed prints.
Photo shoot – 18th July at QAHC.  Need 4 more models.  Ricki speaking to ‘Indigilez’ to get some ethnic diversity.  Group shots will be done first, then individual shots, with people who need to leave early going first.

Fundraising

Sunshine Coast Surf Lessons - have offered to do fundraiser for LHAG.  Agreed that mid November would be the best time – warmer and can promote at Sunshine Coast Pride and International Lesbian Day.  Plan is for 6 lots of lessons over 2 days for up to 6 women per lesson (36 women).  $15 for lesson, $15 to LHAG and $10 for BBQ.  May charge extra for BBQ for partner/friend who is not taking lesson.  LHAG would need to promote it and staff BBQ.

C.U.N.T. - ‘See You Next Tuesday’ weekly social group for artists may be interested in doing a art exhibition fundraiser for LHAG.
