Previous Minutes

Agreed.

Mental Health & ATODS

Share Garvey gave a presentation on the LGBT mental health and alcohol, tobacco and other drugs consultation projects at QAHC and sought input from the group.

Group/events to approach include: Scarlett, Brisvegas, Phoenix, Pink Sofa, City Lickers.  Most of these are best approached through the Action Group (especially Ricki).

Suggested linking the community on-line survey from the Action Group’s pages on community/event websites (e.g. Pink Sofa).

Suggestion of holding consultations as dinner parties was received positively, but would work better if women (inc. form Action Group) were trained up to run.

Action Group agreed that Shane & David should liaise with the group through the womensactiongroup@qahc.org.au email address.

Girlfest

Very productive meeting with organiser of Girlfest, who has offered table and tent.

Blurb about Action Group to be sent out to Girlfest mailing list and on website.  This will link to a QAHC section on the Girlfest website which will feature ‘did you know?’ facts about lesbian health, links to other lesbian health groups in Australia and a link to the main QAHC website (lesbian page).

· Kate to prepare 5-10 facts & contacts.

· Carol to send Action Group blurb to Girlfest.

Dykes on Mics - Joint QAHC + Girlfest interview, with a free Girlfest ticket give-a-way for people who answer a question from the Girlfest/Women’s Health website.

T-shirts - Purple t-shirts with QAHC logo being produced for use by Action Group volunteers at events, including Girlfest.  20 shirts being ordered in various sizes.
· Kate to follow up t-shirt order with Rosz

Volunteers – Outline of events during Girlfest at which volunteers could be utilised tabled.  Helen & Deb to volunteer for 2 days (no accommodation needed).  Kate & Carol x 3 days (with accommodation).  Ricki x 3 days (with accommodation).  Kylie x Sat & Sun (with accommodation).

Agreed QAHC (Women’s Group) to pay for entry passes ($295 each for 3 days) for 6 volunteers.

Agreed that volunteers pay for own accommodation (likely reimburse QAHC).  Agreed to book a Woodland Villa that sleeps 6 people @ $350 per night/per room.

· Kate to give names of volunteers to Jan to book tickets on-line.

· Carol/Ricki to contact Girlfest about booking a ‘Woodland Villa’ – may need to contact Jan re: payment.

Safe Sex Packs – agreed to produce safe sex packs including: condom, lube, glove, dam (QAHC sexual health budget to pay for).  These would be placed in bowls around venue and in bags.  Would need around 2,500 packs.
QAHC Bags – agreed to produce ‘gift bags’ with lesbian health info and safe sex packs (approx. 300).

· Paul to purchase supplies

Sunscreen – agreed to purchase 12 x pump-packs of sunscreen from Cancer Council.

· Carol to speak to contact at Cancer Council (may need to contact Jan to purchase)
Stall – agreed to have an info stall with safe sex packs, lesbian health info and breast demonstrators (checking for lumps).

· Deb to find breasts.

· Paul to investigate buying breasts for QAHC.

Sound-bite Promotions – agreed to suggest to Girlfest that occasional sound-bite health promotion messages be announced through the 3 days, directing people to QAHC stall/volunteers for more info. 

Packing & Briefing – agreed to hold packing morning (to make up safe sex packs and bags) from 10:30 to 12:30, followed by lunch, then a volunteers briefing from 1pm – 2:30pm on Sunday 11th January.

Media Release

Draft media release agreed.

· Paul to send to Q News, Qld Pride, Cherrie, LOTL

· Kate to draft cover letter (to go with media release) to send to women’s health organisations (e.g. family planning, women’s health statewide) and to lesbian groups, telling them about the Action Group and inviting them to be involved.
