February
Board face-to-face meeting held to discuss the future of the organisation and to develop a discussion paper and consultation process.

March
QuAC Board releases discussion paper ‘Insight 2005’ on the future of the organisation, which outlines various options for our main purpose and questions for the structure of the organisation.
March—June
Consultation meetings are held in Cairns, Townsville, Sunshine Coast, Gold Coast and Brisbane with members, volunteers, community members and other interested people.  Insight 2005 questionnaires returned.  Consultation report produced.
25 June
QuAC Board, after considering the results of the consultation, announces that it is to recommend that the organisation broaden its purpose to wider LGBT health issues.

25 October
AGM supports in principle a new LGBT health direction for QuAC, including new objects, finding a new name, purchasing an LGBT Resource Centre and changes to the structure of the Board.

November
QuAC launches competition to find a new name for the organisation.


First edition of ‘Regeneration’, a newsletter informing and updating people on the changes proposed for QuAC, is published.

1 March
QuAC sends out notice and agenda for Special General Meeting.

28 March
Special General Meeting held to consider new name and new constitution.
